Al-Qur’an can be used as 

the media for finding the preposition (Suzanne, 2017). So that, the teacher and the students 

have more time to read and analyze Al-Qur’an so d teacher who can use Al-Qur’an as 

references and as a media in teaching English as in teaching grammar can be said a wise 

moslem English teacher.

Based on the etymology, preposition derived from the word” pre-position” so pre- 

means toward and position means a place of something. Bachman defines that the proposition 

is the word that show the relationship between a thing whit’s its place (Bachman, 1987). (Lin 

& Sun, 2016) said that preposition describes the relationship of words in a sentence. In addition, 

preposition is a word placed before a noun or pronoun to show in what relation the person or 

thing denoted by it stands in regard to something else (De Felice & Pulman, 2007). Burns et al 

also said that preposition is a word used to show the relationship of a noun or pronoun to some 

other word in the sentence as the first (Burns et al., 2012). From those definitions can be 

concluded that preposition is a word describes the relationship between noun or pronoun to 

other words in a sentence. Generally there are some types of preposition. These types are 

classificated based on the aim of using the preposition devided into three types. There are some 

opinions stated by some experts classify the preposition into four main types namely simple 

preposition, compound preposition, participle preposition, and phrase preposition (Kim, 2001).

Surah Al-Kahf is a Makkiyah surah. It is the 18th surah in Al-Quran, this surah has 

110 verses. Named Al-Kahf means cave and Ashhabul Kahf means cave-dwellers (Embong 

& Abdullah, 2019). These two names taken from the story contained in this surah in verses 

9 to 26, about some young people who slept in the cave for years. Apart from this story, 

there are also several stories in this surah, all of which contain I’tibar and lessons that are 

very useful for human life (Hobhouse, 2010). Another hand, the story in surah Al-Kahf: 

story of companion of cave, story of two men, the believer and non - believer and also the 

journey of Musa with slave of God it also explains the story of Dzulqarnain. In conclusion, 

surah Al-Kahf has special features and virtues useful as a guide for Muslims in living life in 

the world and for after life (Fitriyah, 2020). In addition, Ashabul Kahf is an inspirational 

story for Muslims, especially the young generation, in order to maintain faith in any 

conditions.
